An electronic filing option is available for 
small businesses that allows the prepara-
tion and submission of up to 20 W-2’s per 
report over a secure Internet service.   
 
When you register to file electronically, 
here’s what you get: 
• Freedom from buying paper forms 

• Electronic receipts you can use as 

proof that you filed on time 
• W-2’s for employees and for your 

records 
• Until March 31st to file
